Mobile Container Terminal opened for
business in September 2008, and offers an
improved option in the US Gulf for reaching
Midwest markets, as well as Alabama and
neighboring states. A 45" deep channel and
2000 of deepwater berth ensures MCT is able
to handle most PostPanamax vessels. There is
room available for DC expansion close to the
ferminal and a neardock rail facility is part of the
overall development plan.

Alabama has about 1,300 miles (2,092
km) of navigable inland waterways along six
corridors. These commercially navigable systems
connect to 15,000 miles (24,140 km) of inland
waterways in 23 stafes via the Tennessee-
Tombigbee and Gulf intracoastal water systems.
